Resume: Although the history of live probiotics use does not associated with any area in
which serious problems arise, experimental data of adverse effects and uncertainty about the level
of their risk require new alternative approaches in prophylaxis and treatment of pathological
conditions associated with the imbalance of host microbiota. Metabiotics, metabolic substances
produced by probiotic organisms, can solve this problem. Metabiotics are the structural
components of probiotic microorganisms and/or their metabolites and/or signaling molecules with
a known chemical structure that can affect the microbiome and/or human metabolic and signaling
pathways, optimizing the composition and function of indigenous microbiota and host-specific
physiology, immunity and neuro-hormonbiology, and regulating metabolic and/or behavior
reactions connected with the activity of host indigenous microbiota. Different probiotic strains can
become the source for metabiotic substances.
