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Дані методичні вказівки є продовженням методичних вказівок до 
проведення рольових та комунікативних ігор та призначені для студентів II 
курсу факультетів ЕіМ та ОФПД денної форми навчання. Мета даного видання 
- ефективне формування комунікативних мовленнєвих компетенцій в 
особистій, суспільній та освітніх сферах в процесі вивчення англійської мови за 
допомогою комунікативних та рольових ігор. 

До цієї частини включені два розділи. Розділ І включає комунікативні ігри, 
які сприяють здійсненню природньої коммунікації в реальних ситуаціях 
мовлення. Запропоновані види діяльності дають можливість студентам 
працювати окремо, у парах, у невеличких групах, в командах та всією групою, 
що стимулює не тільки розвиток мовленнєвих компетенцій, але й навичок 
взаємодії і взаємодопомоги. У другому розділі запропоновані різноманітні 
ситуації, які відображають- діяльнісно-орієнтований підхід до формування 
комунікативних мовленнєвих компетенцій у різних контекстах. Тематика 
запропонованих ситуацій охоплює широкі сектори суспільного життя, що 
сприяє розвитку також і соціолінгвістичних компетенцій, які стосуються 
соціокультурних умов користування мовою. Вони можуть бути пов'язані з 
такими чинниками як: 1) повсякденне життя ("їжа, публічні свята, робочий час 
та заняття, дозвілля); 2) умови життя (рівні життя, житлові умови); 3) 
міжособистісні стосунки (сімейні структури і стосунки, стосунки в ситуаціях на 
роботі, громадські стосунки); 4) цінності, ідеали, норми поведінки (пов'язані з 
такими чинниками як соціальний клас, майпо, установи, традиції, політика, 
мистецтво, релігія, гумор); 5) мова тіла; 6) соціальні правила поведінки 
(пунктуальність, подарунки, одяг, їжа, правила і табу в поведінці та бесіді); 7) 
ритуальна поведінка (урочистості, фестивалі, поведінка глядача на виставах та 
церемоніях).
