У наш час для фахівців у різних галузях національної економіки дуже 
важливе володіння іноземною мовою не лише як інструментом для здобування 
нової інформації за фахом, а також і засобом комунікації. Тому на перший план 
у викладанні іноземних мов виступає комунікативний підхід, який грунтується 
на тому, що навчальний процес повинен бути моделлю процесу коммунікації та 
враховувати його основні характерні риси: діяльний характер, 
цілеспрямованість та мотивованість, ситуативну співвідносність, предметність, 
змістовність. Урахування цих параметрів забезпечить створення такого 
навчального процесу, який дасть можливість розвивати у студентів усі якості 
мовлення як засобу комунікації. 

Рольова гра належить до активних методів навчання, які мають, у порівнянні 
з традиційними, такі особливості: вимушена активізація мислення та поведінки 
студентів; високий ступінь залучення студентів до навчального процесу 
(активність студентів може порівнюватися з активністю викладача); 
обов'язкова взаємодія та творчий характер занять; спрямованість на 
переважний розвиток професійних, інтелектуальних, поведінкових навичок та 
вмінь у стислий час. 

Методичні вказівки складаються з двох частин. Частина І включає рольові 
ігри, скетчі, імпровізації. Цей мовний матеріал дає можливість здійснювати 
природню коммунікацію в реальних ситуаціях мовлення. Презентації, теми для 
коротких промов та "ланцюгові" розповіді, являючи собою різні види 
комунікативних ігор, відображають діяльнісно-оріентований підхід до 
формування комунікативних мовленнєвих компетенцій у різних контекстах.
