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ENERGY SECURITY OF THE EUROPEAN UNION: CHALLENGES OF RUSSIAN
ENERGY RESOURCES

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The European Union is a global leader in the sustainable development and in climate
change fighting. More than a decade ago, in response to global financial and economic crisis of
2008, the EU strengthened sustainable development approaches through the implementation of
Europe 2020 strategy on smart, sustainable and inclusive growth. In terms of this strategy, among
other priorities, the EU was determined to reach 20% renewables in total energy mix of the Union
in 2020. The goal was achieved as in 2020 renewable energy represented 22.1% of energy
consumed in the EU. Further climate / energy goals of the EU were set in the European Green Deal
(EC, 2019) and in Fit for 55 Communication, including, e.g., 40% of renewables in the EU energy
mix in 2030. Energy security is one of key components of economic growth and sustainable
development. During last decades, the European Union made significant efforts for transition of its
energy sector to sustainable renewables-based and climate-neutral trend. But Russian invasion of
Ukraine in February 2022 and following energy crisis over Europe revealed dangerously
significant dependence of Europe from Russian energy resources. Current strategy of the EU on
total replacement of Russian energy supplies and accelerated implementation of renewables being

challenging now lead to energy security of Europe in long term.

Introduction

Energy security is the protection of national interests in the field of ensuring access to
reliable, sustainable, affordable and modern sources of energy in a technically reliable, safe,
economically efficient and ecologically acceptable way in normal conditions and in a special or

emergency state (CMU, 2021). Obviously, the sustainability and environmental issues are important
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parts of long-term national energy security strategy. But we should agree, that in times of energy,
social, and political crises the demands for sustainable development may go beyond the paradigm of
the ideology of securitization (Zuk and Zuk, 2022). Thus, the sustainability may be compromised, at
least in short term, by urgent demands for the nations in available energy resources. And today’s
urgent needs for most European countries to replace Russian gas and oil by more reliable
alternatives force the nations search other options, including, e.g., returning to coal, which is
obviously not the environmentally friendly choice. On the other hand, current energy crisis over the
Europe due to Russian invasion of Ukraine may accelerate the transition of the EU to renewables,
and change the situation in long term. For example, significant part of recent REPowerEU strategy
of the European Commission to cope the EU dependence on Russian gas involves renewables (EC,
2022). And the first reactions of the German government to the possible energy crisis caused by the
Russian war in Ukraine indicate that this war is accelerating the deadline for achieving full
renewable energy supplies from 2050 to 2035 (Zuk and Zuk, 2022).

In this article, we analyze the challenges of energy security for the European Union due to
the Russian war against Ukraine, and effective strategies, which may be applied.

Energy security of the European Union

The European Union is undoubtedly a global leader in the sustainable development and in
climate change fighting. More than a decade ago, in response to global financial and economic
crisis of 2008, the EU strengthened sustainable development approaches through the
implementation of Europe 2020 strategy on smart, sustainable and inclusive growth (EC, 2010). In
terms of this strategy, among other priorities, the EU was determined to reach 20% renewables in
total energy mix of the Union in 2020. The goal was achieved as in 2020 renewable energy
represented 22,1% of energy consumed in the EU (Eurostat, 2022). Further climate / energy goals
of the EU were set in the European Green Deal (EC, 2019) and in Fit for 55 Communication (EC,
2021), including, e.g., 40% of renewables in the EU energy mix in 2030.

While renewables were a priority for the EU during many years in terms of global warming,
restriction of dependence of the Union on Russian energy supplies also implied. And the EU leaders
had strong evidence on the risks of the EU significant dependence on Russia. E.g., in 2018, the
European Parliament authorized the analytical research on the EU vulnerability in its energy
dependence on ““authoritarian Russian regime” (Korteweg, 2018). The analysis clearly demonstrated
that during many years Russia used its energy resources as a powerful tool of its foreign policy for
geopolitical motives. The approaches included:

- manipulating the pricing policy of energy supplies to third countries;

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- controlling energy assets, such as pipelines and gas operators in key countries;
- cutting or disrupting gas supplies;
- agreeing restrictive supply contracts;

- developing alternative supply routes to divert gas flows (Korteweg, 2018).

Russia does have significant energy resources, sharing 24% of global natural gas reserves,
following by Iran (17%), Qatar (13%) and the USA (5%). Russia also share 5% of global oil
reserves, being the 8" in the rating of oil richest countries after Venezuela (18%), Saudi Arabia
(16%), Canada (10%) and few other countries. For comparison, the USA share only about 2% of
global oil reserves®.

The analysis (Korteweg, 2018) concluded on high risks for the EU member states due to its
dependence on Russian natural gas supplies. Meanwhile Russian gas was cheaper than from other
sources (it was one of Putin’s geopolitical tricks), and European countries, particularly Germany
only increased their dependence on Russia’s energy supplies during last years. This resulted in more
than half share of Russian gas in natural gas imports in many EU member states, e.g., in Germany
and Hungary — 57%, in Austria — 64%, in Greece, Slovakia, Latvia and Estonia — about or over
80%, Bulgaria and Finland — 100% (Korteweg, 2018). The important issue here is also the share of
natural gas in total energy mix of particular country. In Germany and Austria it is about 22%, but in
Hungary and Italy natural gas covers 37-38% of all national energy demands (Korteweg, 2018).

Being ten times weaker compared to the EU in terms of GDP, Russia managed to control the
EU energy market significantly (Poitiers et al., 2022). And due to vast energy resources, Putin’s
regime received significant financial resources for its war crimes. For example, last year Russia’s
global revenue from fuel sale reached about $250 billion (Polak and Polakova, 2022).

But it seems that open Russian aggression against Ukraine became a real game changer for
most European leaders and for the European community. Just in a few days after the beginning of
the war, the International Energy Agency (IEA), a Paris-based intergovernmental organization of 31
developed countries, including the USA, UK, Japan, Germany, Canada and the European Union,
issued the recommendations for the European Union to urgently reduce its reliance on the Russian
natural gas (IEA, 2022). Among 10 steps recommended by the IEA for the nearest year, there were:

- Replace Russian supplies with gas from alternative sources, including pipeline imports

from Azerbaijan and Norway, up to additional 10 billion cubic meters (bcm), and

liquefied natural gas (LNG) imports, up to 20 bcm.

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- Accelerate the deployment of new wind and solar projects, which may
bring down gas use by 6 bcm.

- Maximise generation from bioenergy, reducing gas use by 9 bcm.

- Encourage a temporary thermostat adjustment by consumers. Turning down the
thermostat for buildings’ heating by just 1 °C would reduce gas demand over the EU by

some 10 bcm a year.

A few days later, the European Commission issued the communication on energy security of
the EU member states REPowerEU, increasing the level of demands (EC, 2022). The
communication has a clear purpose to solve the problem of energy dependence of the EU on Russia
as soon as possible. The Commission confirmed that Russia provides about 45% of the EU’s total
natural gas consumption, 27% of oil imports and 46% of coal imports of the EU.

The communication proposes a detailed list of actions, which could decrease the EU
demands in Russian gas by two third to the end of the 2022 and totally refuse Russian gas imports
by 2030. It is the most radical plan in energy security of the EU that needs many efforts and
coordinated activities of the EU member states and their partners. Two key strategies of the plan
are:

- Diversifying gas supplies via higher LNG and pipeline imports from non-Russian
suppliers, higher levels of biomethane and hydrogen;

- Reducing faster the EU dependence on fossil fuels by boosting energy efficiency and
increasing the share of renewables.

According to the document, by the end of 2022 the EU is able to replace over 100 bcm of
Russian gas, following the next measures:

- LNG diversification - 50 bcm replacement;

- Pipeline import diversification — 10 bcm replacement;

- Increasing wind and solar deployment and green hydrogen production — 20 bcm;

- Energy saving — 14 bcm;

- Boosting biomethane production — 3.5 bcm replacement (EC, 2022).

On June 2022, four months since the beginning of the Russian war against Ukraine, the
President of the European Commission Ursula von der Leyen issued the statement with analysis of

the situation on energy security in the EU®. The statement indicates that Russia is continuing

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blackmailing the EU, and at that moment, 12 EU member states have been hitted by a partial or
total cut-off of Russian gas supply. The statement underlines “quite impressively increased in gas
supply from other sources than Russia since January this year by 35 bcm to the EU member states.
It includes LNG supplies from the USA, Norway, Qatar, the Gulf States, and Algeria. Egypt and
Azerbaijan signed the agreements to increase gas supplies to the EU as well. Renewables also
provided additional energy to the member states, replacing about 4 bcm of natural gas from the
beginning of the year. In further response on Russian blackmailing, the European Commission calls
for energy saving in every member state through the reducing gas consumption by 15%. This is the
equivalent of 45 bem of gas. With such a reduction, the EU can make it safely through this winter in
case of termination of Russian gas supplies.

Strategy of the EU on accelerated installation of renewables in nearest years is in line with
previous EU strategic plans. And the EU has proved its doability and effectiveness. Share of
renewable energy more than doubled between 2004 and 2020 over the EU member states and
reached 22.1% of energy consumed in the EU in 2020. Sweden had 60% of energy from renewable
sources in its gross final consumption of energy in 2020, following by Finland (44%) and Latvia
(42%). At the opposite end of the scale, the lowest proportions of renewables were registered in
Malta (11%), Luxembourg (12%) and Belgium (13%) (Eurostat, 2022).

In 2020, renewable energy sources made up 37.5 % of gross electricity consumption in the
EU. Wind and hydro power accounted for more than two-thirds of the total electricity generated
from renewable sources (36 and 33 %, respectively). Solar power (14 %), solid biofuels (8 %) and
other renewable sources (8 %) generated the rest of renewable energy. Meanwhile solar power is
the fastest-growing source: the growth in electricity from solar power has been rising from just 7.4
TWh in 2008 to 144.2 TWh in 2020 over the EU, almost 20 times (Eurostat, 2022). And the
updated plans for the EU to reach 40% renewables in total energy mix in 2030 seems achievable.

Biogas and biomethane production is also important step to energy security of the EU.
Even before the current crisis some EU member states demonstrated great potential of these
renewables. For example, Germany had an estimated 9,706 biogas plants operating as of 2018. That
is the highest number of biogas plants in any country in Europe and the world, excluding small
scale community plants prevalent in China and South East Asia. There were 9,494 operating
combined heat and power biogas plants in Germany with a total installed capacity of 4.8 GW, and
about 32,500 GWh of electricity and 17,200 GWh of heat were generated in Germany in 2017 using
biogas (WBA, 2022). Italy operates more than 1,600 biogas plants. However, in Romania and

Bulgaria, for example, the number of such plants is about 10, despite the relatively large size of
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these countries®. Also, according to recent assessment of the IEA, the large fleet of bioenergy power
plants in the EU operated at about 50% of its total capacity in 2021, which may bring additional
50 TWh electricity, reducing natural gas use over the EU by 9 bcm even without installation of new
facilities (IEA, 2022).

The Hydrogen Strategy for a Climate Neutral Europe was adopted in the EU in 2020 (EC,
2020) to ensure the realization of the ambitions of the European Green Deal (EC, 2019). The
priority is the use of renewable, green hydrogen, which will be produced due to electricity from
renewable sources - wind, sun, biomass. The proposed phased approach assumes that in 2020 -
2024, at least 6 GW of electrolyzers should be installed in the EU and up to one million tons of
hydrogen will be produced from renewable energy sources. And while technologies, infrastructure
and economic issues are still discussed, the important role of (green) hydrogen in energy transition
is generally accepted (Kovac et al., 2021; Parra et al., 2019; Yue et al., 2021)

The European Union has a significant nuclear energy potential and it seems to be valuable
option in current situation despite public concerns about public and environmental risks. Currently,
the EU provides a quarter of its electricity needs from nuclear energy. One hundred and three
nuclear reactors (100 GW) operate in 13 of the 27 EU member states. But more than half of the
EU's nuclear electricity is produced in France®. At the same time, 9 out of 13 EU countries that
operate nuclear power plants receive 30 or more percent of the electricity in their energy balance
from nuclear power plants®. Accepting the strategy for nuclear power as transition option for clean
and independent energy, the EU may need to prolong the operation life of its nuclear reactors, as,
e.g., the USA has done. The USA is the largest producer of nuclear energy in the world. The
average age of US reactors is approaching 40 years, but experts believe there is no technical limit to
producing power from these plants for additional 40 years or longer. Research conducted over the
past decade by the US Department of Energy and the Electric Power Research Institute, USA
implies that nuclear power plants can apply for the next 20-year operating license. And 88 of
America's 92 reactors have been approved for the (first) 20-year extension, with most of them
expiring in the 2030s (NE, 2020).

While forced or voluntary refusal from Russian gas is a huge challenge for the most EU
member states now, in the long term it is a critically important step for energy security of the Union.

Diversification of gas supplies, speeding up renewables rollout and energy saving may make

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Russian gas unnecessary on the European market. It will stabilize energy sector of the EU and
deprive the main financial lever of current Russian criminal regime.

As Poitiers and colleagues (Poitiers et al., 2022) reasonably indicated, current energy crisis
over the Europe should spur European states to accelerate investment in renewables and energy
efficiency. And we totally agree with their assessment that even if these measures will not replace
Russian gas in nearest future, in five to ten years it may produce significant effect for energy
security of European states.

In conclusion, unreasonable and unprovoked Russian invasion of Ukraine threatens
European values and undermines European sustainable development in many ways, including
European energy security. Significant dependence of most European countries, including Ukraine,
on Russian energy resources is a tremendous risk, which European community should overcome as
fast as possible. Last European Union’s initiatives on total replacement of Russian natural gas,
acceleration of renewables’ installations, and energy saving / energy efficiency approaches
strengthen European energy security in middle and long terms, being challenging at the moment.

ENERGY INDEPENDENCE: CHALLENGES FOR UKRAINE
The article analyzes Ukraine's energy resources and proposes measures that will make our
country as energy independent as possible as soon as possible. The ten most important steps for
Ukraine's complete withdrawal from Russian gas are considered: the replacement of natural gas
with biomass and solid biofuel; construction of wind and solar power plants; production of biogas
and biomethane from waste; increasing the level of flexibility and decarbonization of the energy
system; improving energy efficiency in district heating systems, in the residential sector and
industry; replacement of Russian supplies with natural gas from other sources; active use of heat
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pumps; extension of the service life of currently operating nuclear power plants; encouraging
consumers to temporarily lower the indoor temperature by 1 °C; introduce obligations regarding
natural gas storage.

The state of nutrition of Ukrainians during the war underwent major changes that affected
the health of the population both at the physical and psycho-emotional levels. The forced
emigration of the majority of people had a massy impact on the change in eating habits, frequency
and mode of nutrition, and as a result, changes in eating behaviour.

Tracking the impact of the war in Ukraine on the food system allows for the systematic
identification of various pressures on food security, which can be defined by four criteria:
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availability, access, using and stability. The need to respond to food problems and challenges
should contribute to a wider recognition by the public of the use of science and technology to
support food security and the need for consumption of ecologically safe rational nutrition.

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Abstract. Currently the entire civilized world is facing one of the most sophisticated choices
of this century: the choice of freedom against suffering and oppression by the terrible aggressor of
peace - Russia. In response to the aggression from the Russian Federation, the European Union
introduced sanctions, the main of which can be the ban on Russian energy resources. And although
the EU is experiencing some economic stress, the rejection of Russian gas for example affects
Russia more (83% of all gas came directly to the EU) than the EU (only 46% of imported gas came
from Russia). But such an urgent cut of the leading fossil fuel supplier affects the European Union
and forces it to find new, more reliable ways to feed its energy market. The primary purpose of this
work is to show the determination of European countries in supporting Ukraine, to underline
problems on the way to becoming independent in the energy sector from Russia and move further
toward sustainable development goals.

Introduction.

On February 24, 2022, a new stage of the Russian-Ukrainian war began with a full-scale
invasion of the Russian army. This is the people's war for the independence and sovereignty of
Ukraine, which has been going on since 2014. This is also a war for a civilizational choice: Ukraine
defends its belonging to European civilization and, at the same time - those fundamental values,
rights and freedoms that are the basis of the Western world.

Terrorist activity in today's world is an unacceptable crime, for which due responsibility
must come - it does not matter whether the terrorists are a group of political or religious radicals or
one of the largest countries in the world.

In response to Russian President Putin's unprecedented and unprovoked military attack
against Ukraine, the EU has put in place a comprehensive and robust package of restrictive
sanctions designed to cripple the Kremlin's ability to finance the war, impose transparent economic

and political costs on Russia's political elite responsible for invasion, diminish its economic base

[1].
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EU cut Russia's access to capital markets, increasing borrowing costs for the sanctioned
entities and gradually eroding Russia's industrial base. Ban on exports, sales, supply or transfer of
all aircraft, parts and equipment to Russia. Overall, EU sanctions impacted all Russian spheres [2].

The most important sector is Energetic. EU banned exports of specific refining technologies,
making it more complicated and costly for Russia to upgrade its oil refineries. Also, they provided
an import ban on all forms of Russian coal - a complete import ban on all Russian seaborne crude
oil and petroleum products [3]. The ban is subject to specific transition periods to allow the sector
and global markets to adapt and a temporary exemption for pipeline crude oil to ensure the phase-
out. This allows the EU and its partners to secure alternative supplies and minimizes the impact on
global oil prices. After a wind-down period of 6 months, EU operators will be prohibited from
insuring and financing the transport, mainly through maritime routes, of oil to third countries [4].

Materials and methods.

The analysis of the current state of the European Union energy market was conducted by in-
depth normative documents analysis. The primary source of information was Eurostat charts and the
European Union communique. The main idea of this article was to make a chronological order of
EU sanctions on Russia and reverse and determine the impact of sanctions on the sustainability of
the European energy market.

Results.

On April 9, Latvia, Lithuania and Estonia signed an agreement on disconnecting from the
BRELL power supply network and connecting it to the synchronous grid of Continental Europe
(also known as Continental Synchronous Area; formerly known as the UCTE grid) [5].

At the same time, UK Minister for Enterprise, Energy and Industrial Strategy, Kwasi
Kwarteng, said that the UK would completely stop importing Russian oil products by the end of
2022 [6]. On April 6, the UK announced plans to phase out Russian coal entirely by the end of 2022
and "as soon as possible” from Russian gas [7].

On March 12, German Vice Chancellor and Economy Minister Robert Habeck said that by
the fall of 2022, Germany should completely abandon coal from the Russian Federation and
become almost independent of Russian oil by the end of the year [8].

On March 17, Piotr Naimsky, Commissioner of the Polish Government for Strategic Energy
Infrastructure, announced that after the completion of the current contract for gas purchase through
the Yamal gas pipeline in December 2022, Poland would stop buying gas from Russia. On March
29, Poland decided to impose a ban on the import of coal from the Russian Federation. On April 15,
the embargo on the importance of coal from Belarus and Russia came into force. On May 23,

Poland terminated the agreement on the supply of Russian gas ahead of schedule [9].
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On March 19, Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Finance of Bulgaria Asen Vaskov
Vasilev said that Bulgaria would not negotiate a new gas agreement with Russian Gazprom after the
expiration of the current one at the end of 2022 [10]. On June 3, Asen Vassilev said that Bulgaria
would never again negotiate with the Russian "Gazprom™ because it unilaterally suspended gas
supplies before the expiration of the contract [10].

On March 22, Finnish Minister of Economic Development Mika Lintild said that issuing a
license for the "Hanhikivi-1" nuclear power plant, the largest shareholder of which is the Russian
state company "Rosatom” is "completely impossible.” On May 2, the Ministry of Employment and
Economy of Finland called justified and consistent the decision of "Fennovoima" to terminate the
contract for the construction of the "Hanhikivi-1" nuclear power plant with "Rosatom™ [11].

On March 24, the Lithuanian state group of companies in the electricity sector, "lIgnitis
grupe", announced that it would refuse to purchase from Russia's Gazprom. On April 2, Lithuania
completely stopped importing gas from Russia [12]. By May 22, Lithuania finally stopped
importing Russian oil, gas and electricity [13].

On April 3, Latvia and Estonia stopped importing gas from Russia [14].

On April 5, an embargo on Russian coal was announced at the level of the European Union
[15]. On April 8, the EU specified that the ban on the purchase, import or transport of coal and other
solid fossil fuels in the EU, if they originate in Russia or are exported from Russia, will come into
force from August 2022. On April 9, the EU introduced a ban on the purchase, import or
transportation to the EU of natural gas and oil from Belarus, including gasoline products. On May
18, the EU announced it would spend an additional 200 billion euros to phase out Russian fossil
fuels entirely by 2027 [16]. Finally, on June 3, the EU approved a partial embargo on Russian oil -
within six months, the European Union intends to abandon the import of Russian oil, within eight
months - from petroleum products [17].

Also, as a European Union, Russia provided sanctions on EU countries. The primary
weapon against these countries is fossil fuels. That's why we can spectate most of the sanctions in
this sector.

On March 31, the President of Russia signed a decree on gas trade with "unfriendly
countries" for rubles. According to it, gas recipients transfer foreign currency to special settlement
accounts opened with Gazprombank, and a financial institution converts it into rubles on the
Moscow Exchange. In our opinion, that was an arrogant way to flow the Russian market with
international currency [18].

On April 27, Gazprom stopped gas supplies to Poland and Bulgaria, which announced their

refusal to pay for gas under the proposed scheme. [19]. A few hours later, prices for futures
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contracts for natural gas supply soared by more than 23%. On May 21, Gazprom stopped gas
supplies to Finland, on May 30 to the Netherlands, on May 31 to Denmark, and Shell Energy
Europe to Germany [19].

On May 11, the Government of the Russian Federation approved a list of legal entities
subject to retaliatory sanctions. The list includes 31 companies, most of which belong to the
Gazprom Germania group. This is directly Gazprom Germania GmbH, as well as its subsidiaries
Gazprom NGV Europe GmbH, Astora GmbH, ZGG - Zarubezhgazneftehim Trading GmbH,
GAZPROM Schweiz AG, WIEE Hungary Kft., WIEE Bulgaria EOOD, IMUK AG, WIBG GmbH,
WIEH GmbH, WINGAS GmbH, WINGAS UK Ltd., WINGAS Sales GmbH, WINGAS Holding
GmbH, Industriekraftwerk Greifs wald GmbH, VEMEX ENERGO s.r.0., WINGAS Benelux s.r.l.,
Gazprom Marketing & Trading Ltd., Gazprom Global LNG Ltd., Gazprom Marketing & Trading
France SAS, Gazprom Marketing & Trading USA Inc., Gazprom Marketing & Trading Switzerland
AG, Gazprom Marketing & Trading Singapore PTE. Ltd., Gazprom Marketing & Trading Retail
Ltd., Gazprom Fur (UK) 1 Ltd., Gazprom Fur (UK) 2 Ltd., PremiumGas S.p.A., VEMEX s.r.o.,
VEMEX Energie a.s., WIEE Romania SRL. In addition, the Russian government also imposed
sanctions on the Polish company EuRoPol GAZ S.A. - the owner of the Polish section of the
Yamal-Europe gas pipeline. Concerning these persons, any transactions are prohibited. On the same
day, all the companies stopped receiving gas from Russia [20].

According to Bloomberg, the Kremlin's response to the imposed sanctions was to reduce gas
shipments via Nord Stream to 20% of their capacity, citing people familiar with the Russian
government's position. According to the agency, Moscow plans to maintain minimal gas supply to
Europe as the conflict over Ukraine lasts. Bloomberg claims that the Kremlin is exerting pressure
on EU leaders to rethink the sanctions that have been put in place and their strategies for assisting
Kyiv by utilizing natural resources as fuel. The organization underlines that Europe would
experience a catastrophic fuel shortage if gas supplies do not increase to their pre-crisis levels [21].

Numerous analysts have stated that sanctions lose some impact since Europe can't stop using
Russian energy. Contrary to false impressions, Russia depends on Europe for gas exports
significantly more than Europe does on Russia. While 83% of Russian gas exports go to Europe,
46% of the gas that Europe imports is really from Russia. The decrease in Russian gas supply to
Europe following the invasion has not been pleasant despite this disparity. However, rather than
being a result of Russia's long-term strategic weakness, Europe's higher vulnerability to short-term,
transient shocks in supply and pricing is to blame for the harm brought on by the abrupt removal of

Russian gas supplies [22].
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Furthermore, there are immediate solutions to Europe's issues. To lessen the European
Union's reliance on Russian natural gas, the International Energy Agency has already developed a
plan, the main components of which are the substitution of Russian gas with gas from Europe,
America, and the Middle East, the introduction of minimum gas storage requirements, the
shortening of the certification period for wind energy projects, the use of nuclear energy to stabilize
electricity grids, and a temporary increase in the use of coal. By fully implementing the IEA
proposal, Europe could reduce its reliance on Russian gas imports by more than half (80 billion
cubic meters) while reducing greenhouse gas emissions and conserving energy [23].

In 2021, the EU imported a variety of goods from Russia. However, the value of energy
imports, which included coal, electricity, natural gas, and petroleum oils, was larger than the value
of all other imports combined, accounting for 62.5% of the total (see Figure 1).

In 2021, the EU imported € 70.8 billion worth of petroleum oils from Russia. This was much
less in terms of value than a decade earlier (€ 125.5 billion in 2011). Over the same period, the
imports of natural gas increased from € 16.5 billion to € 21.7 billion, although with some substantial
annual fluctuations. Imports of coal and electricity both increased.

But in 2022, after Russian aggression, the European Commission published May 18, 2022,
the REPowerEU plan, presenting a series of measures to phase out the EU's dependence on Russian
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energy well before 2030, fast-forward the green transition and increase the resilience of the EU's

energy system (see Figure 2) [16].

Conclusion.

So, we can state that Russian aggression caused a significant impact on the EU energy
market and caused a horrendous energy sources deficit. However, on the other hand, it facilitates
the way to sustainability and the discovery of new energy sources, such as hydrogen. It will need a
significant expansion of renewable energy sources, quicker electrification, and replacement of
fossil-based heat and fuel in industry, buildings, and the transportation sector to end the EU's
dependency on Russian fossil fuels. The drawing of sustainability priorities into the forefront of
security and competitiveness agendas is a hugely symbolic moment for EU energy policy formation
and prevailing landscape. EU created a whole new plan according to which they will achieve a
more sustainable energy market by 2030. Over time, the move to clean energy will reduce energy
costs and lessen reliance on imports.

We can state that the war in Ukraine shows the world that the modern world can't have any
deals with aggressors.

STRATEGIC PRIORITIES OF UKRAINE'S ECONOMY RECOVERY BASED ON THE
SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT PRINCIPLES

Abstract. The problem of formulating the concept of "sustainable development” is
considered. The content and structure of the concept of sustainable development have been
clarified. It has been studied that sustainable development is a process that leads to the
harmonization of production factors and the improvement of the quality of life of current and future
generations, provided that the integrity of the environment is preserved and gradually reproduced.
The main elements of the principle of sustainable development are characterized, namely: the close
relationship of ecological, economic and social problems of humanity and the fact that they can be
solved only comprehensively, under the condition of close cooperation and coordination of efforts
of all countries of the world. The state of the environment in the conditions of large-scale russian
aggression is considered. The strategic priorities of the post-war reconstruction of Ukraine are
substantiated, the main goal of which is not simply the restoration of destroyed production facilities
and the return to the pre-war condition, but full development and integration into the European
Community based on the principles of sustainable development and taking into account European

strategic documents.

Introduction. The struggle against climate change has become the main priority of the
domestic and foreign policy of many countries in recent years. In the conditions of rapid population
growth, the development of globalization processes, the internationalization of economies, and the
innovative development of production, humanity faces more and more global challenges, which can
be conventionally divided into three groups: environmental, economic and social. The most
threatening challenges include pollution of the world's oceans, an increase in CO2 emissions into
the atmosphere, unemployment, and social inequality. There is an established relationship between
these three groups of factors. When the economic component improves, the social component
increases, but the environmental component deteriorates. Conversely, when the economic
component deteriorates, the social component deteriorates, but the environmental component
improves. As a result, less developed agrarian countries have better indicators of environmental

protection, while developed countries have high indicators of GDP, per capita income, social
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security, medicine, but worse indicators of environmental protection, etc. It is very difficult for a
country, regardless of the level of development, to ensure a balance between these three groups of
factors. To eliminate such imbalances, the concept of sustainable development was developed. The
first definition of the concept was given at the United Nations Conference on Environment and
Development in 1992. According to this, sustainable development is the development of society
that meets the needs of the present without jeopardizing the ability of future generations to meet
their own needs.

The year 2022 is a time of trials for the Ukrainian nation, a struggle not only for Ukrainian
sovereignty, but also for a civilizational choice. Ukraine defends its belonging to European
civilization and at the same time - those fundamental values, rights and freedoms that are the basis
of the civilized world. Therefore, during the post-war recovery of Ukraine, the central idea of
economic transformation should be green modernization, based on the sustainable development
principles and taking into account the European Green Course.

Materials and methods. The article uses general scientific methods: logical analysis (to
clarify global challenges in the context of the concept of sustainable development); system-
structural analysis (for ordering and systematization of principles, approaches, features of the
concept of sustainable development, green economy); comparative analysis - to ensure balances
between three groups (ecological, economic, social) in the context of sustainable development;
grouping and classification (when studying the impact of ecology on the post-war recovery of
Ukraine's economy based on the principles of sustainable development); the method of comparison
and expert assessments (to identify the assessment of damage to the environment from Russian
aggression and prospective measures for the post-war recovery of Ukraine's economy based on the
principles of sustainable development and taking into account the European vector).

Results and discussion. At the current stage of development, humanity uses so many
resources that for further existence in the near future we need 2.6 of such a planet as our Earth. The
future is determined by us. The kind of world we, our children and our business will live in a
hundred or a thousand years from now is being created by our efforts. The strategy of sustainable
development means that humanity should develop harmoniously, balanced, rationally, sustainably
and ecologically, and business is responsible not only for itself, but also for the world around (Fig.
1). Only in this case, development will be possible not only today, but also in the distant future [1].
That is, according to the principles of decoupling - a gap between economic growth and reduction
of man-made load on the environment. That is why many companies today are starting to work not
from the position of "earning more, no matter what," but according to the principles of sustainable

development. And for Ukraine, post-war recovery based on the principles of sustainable
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development and taking into account the European vector should become a priority task in strategic

planning for the revival of Ukraine.

Therefore, the purpose of the work is to highlight the extent of damage to the ecological
state from russian aggression, to justify the strategic priorities of the post-war recovery of Ukraine's
economy based on the principles of sustainable development and taking into account the European
Green Course.

In the 50s and 60s of the 20th century development was associated only with economic
progress and the growth of economic efficiency. In the early 1970s, due to the inequitable
distribution of income and the growing number of poor people in developing countries, issues of
social justice were recognized as important as issues of increasing economic efficiency. However,
the growing consumption of natural resources has led to environmental degradation and negatively
affected people's health. The real threat was the problem of "limits to growth"”, which was brought
to the attention of the world public by the Club of Rome in 1972.

In order to avoid an ecological crisis, it was necessary to include a third goal in the
development strategy - the preservation of the environment. For the first time, this issue was
announced at the UN Conference on the Human Environment (1972, Stockholm), which recognized
the urgency of environmental problems and the need to create effective international mechanisms
for their resolution. The term "sustainable development” appeared in 1980, when the World
Conservation Strategy (WSC) prepared by the International Union for Conservation of Nature
(IJUCN) was published. This strategy put forward a fundamentally new position: nature
conservation is inseparable linked with development issues. The development of society should take
place under the condition of nature conservation. The concept of "sustainable development™ began
to be widely used after the publication in 1987 of the report of the International Commission on
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Environment and Development "Our Common Future”, prepared under the leadership of G.H.
Brundtland. The concept of sustainable development gained leading status after the UN Conference
on Environment and Development (1992, Rio de Janeiro) and was reflected in the Agenda for the
21st Century adopted at the conference.

At the current stage, achieving sustainable economic growth has become an important item
on the global agenda. The harmonious coordination of the components of sustainable development,
which ensures economic growth, social stability and ecological balance in the long term, can be
ensured with the help of the concept of green economy, which has recently received increased
attention around the world. The transition from the traditional model of economic development to
green growth is becoming a worldwide global trend in which the green economy is a tool for
achieving sustainable development. Thus, in 2015, at the Summit on "Sustainable Development" in
New York, 17 global goals were approved, the achievement of which is a priority to achieve a
balance between three elements: environmental, social and economic. Combating climate change is
one of the 17 goals that currently require active action. Ukraine, like other UN member states, has
joined the global process of ensuring sustainable development. In order to establish the strategic
framework of the national development of Ukraine for the period until 2030, based on the principle
of "Leave no one behind", an inclusive process of adaptation of the Sustainable Development Goals
was launched [3].

In the national sustainable development strategies of individual countries, the ecological
component is mentioned in connection with economic growth, and the solution of the tasks of
complex greening of economic growth is envisaged within the framework of the implementation of
the green economy strategy. The result of applying the green growth strategy should be a transition
to a low-carbon economy, an increase in the energy efficiency of the economy and a reduction in
energy losses, and an acceleration of the transition to a circular economy. Also, its integral
component is socially responsible consumption, which involves changing the views, thinking and
values of a person in relation to nature.

The EU has extensive experience in the field of economic development strategy, aimed at
creating the conditions for economic development in the EU, as well as implementation the tasks set
in the Sustainable Development Goals and responding to today's threatening challenges. Thus, in
2019, the European Commission presented an ambitious program - the European Green Deal, which
aims to reduce greenhouse gas emissions by 2050 according to the principles of decoupling for the
transition to a climate-neutral circular economy [4].

Therefore, it is important for Ukraine, which has confirmed its European and democratic

vector of future development at the terrible cost of fighting the russian aggressor, to form a strategy
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for restoring the national economy based on the principles of sustainable development, taking into
account the European vector.

Ukraine, chose the European vector of development, also joined the European Green Course.
Even before the war, a number of documents were developed, aimed at achieving the goals of the
EEC and the transition to a "green” economy in Ukraine, namely the adoption in 2018. Low-carbon
development strategies of Ukraine until 2050; Decree of the President of Ukraine "On the goals of
sustainable development of Ukraine for the period until 2030" dated September 30, 2019; Law of
Ukraine "On Principles of Monitoring, Reporting and Verification of Greenhouse Gas Emissions”
dated December 12, 2019 No. 377-1X; Strategy of environmental security and adaptation to climate
change until 2030. October 20, 2021; The updated nationally determined contribution of Ukraine to
the Paris Agreement, which provides for an international commitment to a real reduction of
greenhouse gas emissions (from the current 37.6% of the 1990 to 35% in 2030); approval of the
Concept of the National scientific and technical program in the field of climate change until 2030,
which will ensure effective coordination of scientific research between scientific research
institutions, educational institutions, organizations and enterprises of Ukraine [5].

Despite the martial law, Ukraine continues to move in the direction of GreenDeal and will
definitely rebuild the economy according to the principles of sustainable development. On June 20,
2022, the Verkhovna Rada adopted a draft law on waste reform. This is the first reform of Ukraine's
waste management since independence [6], on June 24, 2022, they signed an Agreement with the
EU on the accession of Ukraine to the LIFE program with a budget of EUR 5.43 billion for 5 years,
October 6, 2022. The President of Ukraine signed the Law of Ukraine "On the National Register of
Emissions and Transfer of Pollutants”, the Ministry of Environmental Protection and Natural
Resources of Ukraine developed methods for calculating the damage to the environment as a result
of the war, Ukraine is synchronizing its environmental legislation with European legislation in order
to gain full membership in the EU, as well as introducing a national emissions trading system to
struggle climate change.

But during the 7 months of the war, russian aggression has already caused damage to the
environment for more than 36 billion euros, of which damage from soil pollution - 11.4 billion
euros, air pollution - 24.6 billion euros. The fighting took place on 3 million hectares of forest land,
and now about 450,000 hectares of forest are under occupation. Under threat are 2.9 million
hectares of the "emerald network™ territories - the most valuable lands that serve as migration
corridors, as well as 16 Ramsar Sites with a total area of almost 600 thousand hectares, which have
the status of wetlands of international importance due to their unique biodiversity. As for the

atmosphere, the total volume of emissions from destroyed facilities and fires at infrastructural and
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industrial facilities has already exceeded 40 million tons of pollutants, before the war this volume
was 2.2-2.4 million tons [7].

The aggressor country uses ammunition prohibited by international law, which pollutes our
land with toxic substances and heavy metals, as a result of which Ukraine has become one of the
most mined countries in the world. According to the State Emergency Service of Ukraine, from
February 24 to October 12, 2022, 237,434 explosive objects, including 2,133 aerial bombs, were
defused on the territory of Ukraine. The destruction of buildings and settlements leads to
environmental pollution with construction debris and asbestos. The consequences of such pollution
for the environment will be felt for years. There remains a threat to radiation safety due to the
occupation of the Zaporizhzhia NPP by the occupiers. Radiation pollution can potentially exceed
the scale of the Chernobyl disaster by 10 times [8].

Russian forces are targeting infrastructure for the collection, purification and supply of
water, as well as sewage treatment plants. Due to russian aggression, water supply and drainage
facilities in Luhansk, Donetsk, Kharkiv and Mykolaiv regions were significantly damaged. Russian
forces are also attacking infrastructure along the coasts of the Black and Azov seas and ships at
anchor, which leads to water pollution and the spread of toxins in the sea [9].

On October 10, russia carried out another terrorist attack on the territory of Ukraine. Russian
rockets destroyed the favorite recreation spot of Kyiv residents and guests of the capital - the park-
monument of garden and park art "Park named after. Taras Shevchenko", the damage to the plant
life as a result of the Russian missile attack on the park is approximately 2 million 250 thousand
UAH.

Conclusions. Thus, the destruction of infrastructure facilities and the production base of
many industrial enterprises in combat zones, the destruction of oil depots, damage to water supply
and drainage systems, air pollution with hazardous substances, the migration of specialists to safer
regions, all this led to the creation of large-scale environmental risks. These risks will increase and
threaten to further pollute the land, water resources systems and atmospheric air of our country with
hazardous substances. Therefore, during the post-war reconstruction of Ukraine, the strategic goal
should be climate modernization, based on the principles of sustainable development and taking
into account the European Green Course. The concept of economic recovery announced by the
Office of the President and the Government also includes business deregulation, energy
independence and climate modernization (the creation of new facilities in various industries must
take into account the principles of sustainable development and green economy).

The restoration of infrastructure and industrial capacities, especially in metallurgy,

mechanical engineering, food processing and energy, will be based on the principles of sustainable
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development and green economy. This includes a minimization of the carbon footprint and
dependence on fossil fuels, at the expense of significant financial resources of Western partners.
The European Union has already announced its intention to support Ukrainians in post-war
reconstruction. For this purpose, the European Council will create the Solidarity Trust Fund of
Ukraine. In addition, the USA, Great Britain, Sweden, Spain and other countries have already
declared their readiness to financially support the reconstruction of the country [10]. USAID is
ready to support the implementation of Ukraine's climate policy, public administration reforms in
the field of environmental protection, reforms in the field of waste management, as well as further
digitization of the environmental protection sector. Ukraine has concluded a greenhouse gas
emissions trading agreement with Switzerland, and it agrees to invest in projects to reduce
greenhouse gas emissions in construction, transport, energy and infrastructure. That is, Ukraine has
a lot of support from the entire civilized world regarding the post-war recovery of the economy,
particularly the environment.

Ukraine will have to gradually come back to life and plan for the recovery of Ukraine in
order to qualitatively restore the country's vital activities for a long period. System solutions for the
sustainable development of Ukraine must be high-quality, effective and long-lasting. And economic
development is an important component in the development of any country, however, for a
comfortable and high-quality life, one must always remember the need to balance the economy with
the safety of the environment and the needs of society. That is, the reconstruction of Ukraine must
become high-tech with compliance with all environmental standards.

Thus, the strategic goal of post-war reconstruction is a clean and safe environment, further
development of the European green way, and reconstruction on the basis of a closed-loop economy.
The goal is not only to return to the pre-war condition, but also to achieve much greater results - to
build a modern, safe European country, which should be based on the best available technologies

and practices.
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Abstract. Despite the wartime hardship, Ukraine adheres to the democratic principles of
civilized society, and plans to implement post-war recovery on the sustainable development basis.
This will involve maintaining a balance between productive forces and production relations, supply
and demand, accumulation and consumption, needs and resources, the using of natural resources
and their restoration, the interests of present and future generations. Therefore, after the end of the
war, it is important to support the transformation of Ukraine into a powerful modern efficient
country with the latest digital and innovative industries to create affordable quality products and
services with a focus on the European vector. This determines the importance of innovative
transformations in the industrial production of Ukraine through the introduction of digital
technologies (artificial intelligence and machine learning; robotics, bioinformation technologies,
blockchain and technologies to counter cyber threats); free access to the Internet and improving the
digital skills of citizens. This will bring our country closer to the European principles of sustainable
development. The substantiation of the digital technologies possibilities to achieve the SDGs in
wartime conditions, as well as a set of tools for realizing such opportunities in Ukraine by
dialectical, formal legal, system-structural and comparative methods, has been carried out. The
dialectical method made it possible to determine the capabilities of digital technologies for
achieving the SDGs. With the help of formal legal method, the content of norms of individual
current regulatory acts of Ukraine, which define the concept of old development, is highlighted. The
use of the system-structural method made it possible to determine the key strategic goals and
initiatives for digital and innovative transformations in the industry of Ukraine. Comparative
methods of economic and statistical analysis based on the statistics of the and European
Commission defined the trends of digital innovative transformations in Ukraine, which contribute to
the achievement of sustainable development.

So, the wide application of digital technologies in all spheres of scientific, industrial and
military activity in Ukraine will allow not only strengthening the country's defense capabilities and
provide additional opportunities for restoration of Ukraine as a developed European state after the
war. This will help to achieve the Sustainable Development Goals, namely to create unique
opportunities for strategic solutions to problems related to ecological restoration of the
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environment and biodiversity, demining, sustainable food supply, access to clean and safe drinking
water, decoupling and mitigation of climate change.

Introduction. Sustainable development is an integral part of every person's life today. It
means not only environmental aspects, but also encompasses human rights, opportunities to meet
personal needs, production of quality goods, sustainable resource management, corporate strategies
in the company. And this has not only scientific value, but also applied value for everyone: less
energy and resource consumption significantly reduces costs. The technologies used for this
purpose also create a huge potential for innovation, which means opening promising niches for
economic activity. The information required is developed and used with digital technologies. And
the Internet and Industry 4.0 capabilities simplify access to communication, connecting key
stakeholders around the world. Especially in difficult conditions of hostilities (as it happened in
Ukraine since February 24, 2022), the using of digital technologies saves lives of citizens, ensures
public administration, supports the economic activity of enterprises, provides opportunities for
protection and defense, reducing the devastating consequences of an attack even by a significantly
superior aggressor.

The prospects for the introduction of digital technologies to overcome the current challenges
facing society are not only within the academia but also amongst the different stakeholder groups,
including politicians, thus contributing to well-informed decision-making. Moreover, the social,
economic and environmental policy dimensions of sustainable development are on the agenda of
international and national policy documents. Back in April 2016, the EU adopted the Industrial
Innovation Plan entitled "Digitizing European Industry - Shaping the Digital Single Market", and in
May 2021 The European Commission updated the Industrial Strategy adopted in March 2020, a
comprehensive document that approved the dual transition of European industry to green and digital
transformation [1]. It is a growth strategy focused on the idea of "competitiveness”. This was
followed by the announcement of the updated European Green Deal [2], which aims to reduce
greenhouse gas emissions by 2050 based on the principles of decoupling for the transition to a
climate-neutral circular economy [3]. A year later, in April 2021, the European Commission
published an Updated Industrial Strategy aimed at ensuring the recovery of the EU industry and
economy after the COVID-19 pandemic [4].

Many foreign researchers have dedicated their careers to this issue. Thus, M.E. Mondekhar,
R. Avtar, J.L.B. Diaz and others proved in their study that digitalization provides access to an
integrated network of unused big data with potential benefits for society and the environment [5].
Summarizing the results of these studies, we can note that at the heart of achieving sustainable

development goals are innovations to improve the triple bottom line: economic, environmental and
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social well-being, which is what most researchers focus on. However, the justification of digital
technologies for sustainable development during war time and undertaking strategic planning,
which would result in the streamlining of post-war reconstruction of the country, requires a
comprehensive analytical work. This determines the relevance of this study.

Materials and methods. The substantiation of the possibilities of digital technologies to
achieve the SDGs in wartime conditions, as well as a set of tools for realizing such opportunities in
Ukraine by dialectical, formal legal, system-structural and comparative methods, has been carried
out. The dialectical method made it possible to determine the capabilities of digital technologies for
achieving the SDGs. With the help of formal legal method, the content of norms of individual
current regulatory acts of Ukraine, which define the concept of old development, is highlighted. The
use of the system-structural method made it possible to determine the key strategic goals and
initiatives for digital and innovative transformations in the industry of Ukraine. Comparative
methods of economic and statistical analysis based on the statistics of the World Bank defined the
trends of digital innovative transformations in Ukraine, which contribute to the achievement of
sustainable development.

Results and Discussion. Ukraine as an active participant of international relations constantly
supports important projects of solving the global problems of mankind. This is confirmed by the
historical reality. Thus, on August 22, 1945 Ukraine became one of the 51 founding states of the
United Nations, and later became a member of numerous international organizations, supporting
global initiatives of the international community to achieve sustainable development. In particular,
it is the accession to the UN Millennium Declaration (approved by 189 countries in 2000 at the UN
Millennium Summit) and the commitment to achieve the MDGs by 2015. And already in 2015, at
the 70th Session of the UN General Assembly, Ukraine joined the process of achieving the Global
Goals for Sustainable Development of Humanity in accordance with the Agenda "Transforming our
world: the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development” to unlock opportunities for the
implementation of sustainable consumption and production patterns, rational use of natural
resources and urgent measures to address the changing needs of present and future generations of
people, 17 Sustainable Development Goals were promulgated. Ukraine has committed to achieve its
nationally determined contribution to the SDGs for the period up to 2030 and to report on progress
in the Voluntary National Review on the Sustainable Development Goals in Ukraine [6]. The
chosen course for sustainable development is confirmed by the promulgation in 2019 of the Decree
of the President of Ukraine "Sustainable Development Goals of Ukraine for the period up to 2030",
which provides for the strategic orientation of the SDGs for the development of draft forecast and

program documents, draft regulatory acts in order to ensure a balance between the economic, social
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and environmental dimensions of sustainable development of Ukraine [7]. With regard to 16 of the
17 sustainable development goals in 2019, Ukraine was on track to meet the 2020 targets, although
lagging behind the desired rate of progress. In 2021, Ukraine published a report on the achievement
of the Sustainable Development Goals, which noted the achievement of about 60% of the target
values of the indicators set for 2020. However, progress is uneven, and in some areas it needs to be
seen in the light of reforms in many important areas: empowering women, ensuring the quality of
health and education, reducing the burden of epidemics, and protecting the most vulnerable groups
[8]. These and other targeted priorities of sustainable development to unlock opportunities for the
implementation of sustainable consumption and production models, rational use of natural resources
and urgent measures to address climate change to meet the needs of current and future generations
of people were actively supported by Ukrainian citizens and gradually implemented in the legal
documents of Ukraine's strategic development.

However, the unmotivated aggression of the russian federation and the invasion of Ukraine on
February 24, 2022, which has already been called a "catastrophe on top of a catastrophe "[9], has
significantly complicated the process of achieving the SDGs in Ukraine. This has tragic
consequences not only for Ukraine, but also for the whole world, namely crimes against humanity,
hunger, inflation, energy crisis and poverty, which can lead to a global recession. It is also a
humanitarian catastrophe, as according to preliminary estimates by UNDP, 90% of the Ukrainian
population may face poverty and extreme economic vulnerability if the war deepens, throwing the
country back decades and leaving deep social and economic scars for future generations. At the
same time, the aggressor's military actions are aimed at destroying the industrial complex of
Ukraine, which is the engine of the economy and the foundation for sustainable growth of the
national economy and optimization of its structure. The largest industrial companies have been
destroyed, in particular in the field of mechanical engineering, metallurgy, chemical and oil refining
industries, food industry, etc. The enemy deliberately destroys the economic foundation of
Ukraine's development - industry, which is able to provide basic needs of the population - food,
clothing, medicines, transport, tools, etc. as well as to create modern means of defense. The military
consequences make it impossible to achieve all 17 Sustainable Development Goals, destroying the
fundamental principles of civilized society, global democratic relations and globally accepted
principles of sustainable development.

In order to overcome the terrible consequences of military destruction and to strategize post-
war recovery on the basis of sustainable development, it is advisable to intensify cooperation with
international institutions in terms of implementing innovative transformations. This is the

introduction of technologies in all spheres of scientific, industrial and military activities (artificial
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intelligence and machine learning; robotics, bioinformation technologies, blockchain and
technologies to counter cyber threats). The widespread use of such technologies will strengthen the
country's defense capabilities and provide additional opportunities for sustainable development. The
list of the main capabilities of digital technologies for the implementation of the sustainable
development model is shown in Table 1.

The adoption of digital technologies can create unique opportunities to strategically address
the challenges related to the Sustainable Development Goals to ensure a just, environmentally
sustainable and healthy society. In particular, this is manifested in the following practical areas [14]:

- Automatic identification and traceability technologies that can be used to track raw
materials, components and manufactured products. This ensures that supplies and products can be
authenticated as "ethically sourced”. For example, during the occupation of part of Ukraine, the
invaders planned to mercilessly cut down forests, trees, shrubs and green spaces on Ukrainian lands
in order to sell the wood. Thanks to the spread of the timber tracking control system in civilized
countries, the legal sale of such products has become impossible;

- Blockchain technology is best known to many as the digital architecture behind
cryptocurrencies. But blockchains are essentially distributed digital ledgers that verify and
authenticate all data, from transactions to identities. Blockchain technology is therefore becoming a
key means of improving supply chain transparency;

- artificial intelligence: self-learning algorithms of technologies that can improve the
accuracy of forecasts and thus support decision-making. Combined with smart sensors, artificial
intelligence can improve supply chain stability, for example by monitoring manufacturing plants;

- The Internet of Things encompasses billions of physical devices around the world
connected to the Internet. They collect and exchange data using smart sensors. Users can then use
this data to improve sustainability, for example in energy consumption or supply chain
management;

- Accelerating the transition to a low-carbon economy through standardization,
monitoring and increased accountability of energy consumption (up to 30% energy savings);
transition to smart grids SMART GRID.

Thus, digitalization plays an important integrating role for the three key areas of sustainable
development. The digital technologies help economic and social development by making public
services, as well as public goods (education, healthcare system) more accessible to the population,
while allowing the creation of new companies, jobs and added value. At the same time, the green
economy makes it possible to achieve economic growth while reducing environmental damage

through the introduction of renewable energy technologies, sustainable agriculture, the using of
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more environmentally friendly materials, and the development of a circular economy. The situation

in Ukraine has shown the importance of achieving sustainable development. Especially the need for

a global transition to clean and carbon-free energy and increase Europe's energy independence from

unreliable suppliers and fossil fuels.

Conclusions. The conducted studies have shown that the achievement of strategic priorities
of sustainable development in all interrelated aspects: economic, social and environmental depends
on the ability of the state to ensure the safety of the population and the integrity of the territory,
where the largest role is played by a powerful industrial complex. Due to the military invasion of
the Russian Federation, Ukraine found itself in difficult conditions to ensure sustainable
development: as a result of air strikes and artillery shelling, the housing stock, critical infrastructure,
material and technical production facilities were damaged; damage to the logistics infrastructure led
to the inability to provide raw materials and sell the remains of finished products; evacuation of part
of the working population caused a shortage of personnel. All this will lead to a reduction in
industrial production by more than half (60-65%) compared to the same period last year, and
irreversible losses of industrial potential are about 30%. and this in turn will lead to a reduction in
household incomes, effective demand and the ability to meet basic needs. This makes it important
for the international community to take immediate measures to liberate the territories of Ukraine
from illegal encroachments of the terrorist country and to restore the economy on the basis of
sustainable development.

The status of a candidate country for EU membership, which Ukraine received in June of
this year, further emphasizes the desire for European integration, and therefore the readiness to
carry out urgent reforms to introduce the possibility of sustainable development. In the context of
achieving the Sustainable Development Goals, the priority tasks of Ukraine's post-war recovery
should be: modernization and decarbonization of the economy, clean industrial production,
biodiversity conservation and transition to a circular economy; application of appropriate innovative
environmentally friendly nanotechnologies; stimulating sustainable practices in production, retail
and service provision; promoting sustainable consumption and transition to healthy diets; deep
recycling and reduction of industrial waste; reducing emissions and transition to "low carbon
industries"; support for the development of ecological transport and the creation of appropriate
infrastructure; dissemination of environmentally friendly resource-efficient innovations,

development of "green” business, formation of professional skills and openness of data.

Illia Bieliak. European Experience in Investment Attractiveness Management of
Coastal Agglomerations and its Implementation in Ukraine. The article considers the key
aspects of managing the investment attractiveness of coastal agglomerations in Europe (on the
example of the cities of Gdansk and Szczecin) and determines the feasibility of implementing such
experience in Ukraine (in particular in the Odesa agglomeration).

The selected indicators in Odesa, Gdarisk, and
Szczecin agglomerations are compared, the growth of foreign investment dynamics in them is
studied. The expediency of implementing the concept of the Gdasisk agglomeration to strengthen
international investment attractiveness in the strategic provision of socio-economic development of

the communities of the Odesa agglomeration is substantiated.

CIRCULAR SOLUTIONS IN BIOMEDICINE: BETTER NOW THAN NEVER. Public
healthcare system generates a disproportionally large amount of wastes. However, as of today,
both medical professionals and developers of medical technologies focus their efforts exclusively on
the effectiveness of these technologies and their convenience for the patients and the personnel.
Currently, the concept of "renewable technologies in biomedicine" is not widely spoken about. Such
a concept would first of all be perceived as a set of measures to restore the functions of damaged
organs and tissues (regenerative medicine). There are objective reasons why development of

renewable technologies in biomedicine faces more difficulties than, for example, in energy sector or
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on transport. We analyze the current state regarding the prospects for the implementation of
renewable technologies in biomedicine and try to figure out ways for the healthcare system to
actively adopt the principles of the circular economy declared in the strategic development goals of
the European Union.

The study conducted
and accumulated theoretical definition and analysis of the main trends and approaches to the
interpretation of the essence and methodology for determining and measuring social capital, its
structural content and interrelationships between people and society. The important role of
modernity is played by social capital, especially the weight of this concept in the economic space
and the prospects for the development of socio-economic direction are especially felt. We observe
the connection of social capital with social responsibility, which takes on the main burdens of
social assistance and the implementation of socio-economic projects aimed at solving the main
goals of sustainable development.

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The European Union provides great opportunities for academic institutions over the world
through the world leading academic programmes, such as Erasmus+ and Horizon Europe. And
studying these programmes policies, terms and conditions gives a perfect understanding of effective
European Union project management approaches. The European Commission developed PM?
Methodology for effective management of EU funding projects. The Jean Monnet Module proposed
aims to educate PhD students, young university teachers and researchers, and civil society
representatives on effective European Union policies and best practices in management of
academic projects. The main activity of the Module will be a teaching course for PhD students of
different specialties at National University of Food Technologies, Kyiv, Ukraine. The course will
cover key aspects of effective project management relevant to EU academic programmes.
Additional teaching activities of the Module will be annual Jean Monnet winter and summer
schools on EU academic project management for 1) young university teachers and researchers, and
2) civil society and civil servants. Number of learners directly involved into the Module will be at
least 390 persons. Indirect involvement into the Module, e.g. through the website of the project and
sharing experience of learners will be at least five times more. The main expected results of the
Module are increased awareness on EU effective approaches in academic project management and
developing relevant practical skills of learners. The outputs of the Module will include sharing
knowledge on world leading EU educational and research programmes, motivation of learners to
actively participate in the EU funding projects.
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Background and general objectives

The European Union has a long-term and successful experience in multinational and
international academic programmes. Globally recognized EU academic programmes Erasmus+
(Freitas, 2022), including K1, K2 and Jean Monnet activities, and Horizon Europe (SPINACI,
2021), including Marie Sklodowska-Curie Actions, demonstrate EU world leading policies and
practices in international academic collaboration. These and other European programmes provide
not only great opportunities for scientists and students to participate in its projects, but share
valuable approaches on effective academic project management. The European Commission
developed PM2 Methodology for effective management of EU funding projects (Martinez Montes
et al., 2021). Studying policies, terms and conditions of European Union academic programmes is
especially valuable for young researchers and university teachers, who may apply this knowledge
for participating in European Union programmes and/or for effective management of other
academic projects.

The Jean Monnet Module proposed aims to promote European Union policies and best
practices in academic project management among Ukrainian PhD students, young university
teachers and researchers, representatives of civil society and civil servants. In terms of the
university teaching course, PhD students of different specialties will get unique knowledge and
insights on global leading role of the European Union in education and research through effective
policies and management of EU funding academic programmes and projects. The Module addresses
PhD students of technological specialties, who are typically not related with EU studies, and who
will share their new knowledge and experience in very different fields of research and education.
Also, annual Jean Monnet schools with involvement of civil society representatives and civil
servants will spread knowledge on effective EU project management beyond academy and bring the

EU closer to the public.

Needs analysis and specific objectives

The European Union has long-term and successful policies and practices of academic
programmes implementation on international, multinational and national levels. Open and fair
competition in terms of calls of educational and research programmes is a key feature of European
academic culture. And studies on effective management of academic projects are an important part
of many European universities curricular. This knowledge is urgently needed for Ukrainian young
researchers and university teachers. Being artificially separated from European academic culture by
decades of soviet history/occupation, Ukrainian researchers and professors are only starting to

follow best European traditions of academic project management. And relevant education of
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Ukrainian PhD students and young researchers/teachers on effective EU policies and best practices
of academic project management will put them closer to European Union academic culture and
make them much more effective professionals in their fields. These skills and knowledge are also
relevant for civil society representatives and civil servants due to their possible involvement into
EU funding programmes and projects.

The specific objectives of the Module:

- deliver tailor-made teaching course on EU academic project management for Ukrainian PhD
students relevant in their professional life;

- promote research and first teaching experience for Ukrainian young researchers and
university teachers on European Union policies and best practices in academic project
management;

- reach out to wider public and spread knowledge about the EU to the wider society,
particularly to Ukrainian civil society representatives and civil servants.

The Module will cover all key aspects of EU academic project management. It will include
university teaching course on 40 academic hours, involving 30 (basic value) to 50 (target value)
PhD students at National University of food Technologies (NUFT) each year. Learners will be
motivated to carry out research and actively participate in teaching course delivery in terms of
student-centered learning: at least 3 topics/case studies will be delivered by students (target
value is 5 topics) each year. And at least 3 reports at International conferences will be delivered
by the learners (target value is 6 reports) on the European academic culture and project
management each year. Annual Jean Monnet winter and summer schools (36 academic hours
each) in terms of the project will involve at least 50 young university teachers and researchers,
and at least 50 representatives of civil society and civil servants each year (target value — 70 and
70 persons, respectively). Learners of the university teaching course and participants of Jean
Monnet schools will be surveyed at the end of teaching period. High self-assessment on
increased awareness in EU academic project management among learners is expected by 70%

(basic value) to 100% (target value).

Complementarity with other actions and innovation

During the last decade, NUFT actively develops Eurointegration strategy as a roadmap for
research and education. A few Jean Monnet projects on European Union sustainability have been
successfully implemented for Master students of different departments at the university under
academic coordination of Prof. Igor Yakymenko (Yakymenko et al, 2021a, Yakymenko et al,

2021b). It became clear that further involvement of the university staff and students into European
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Union projects needs more knowledge on European Union academic culture, policies and project
management. That is why during last five years teaching team of Prof. Igor Yakymenko provided
trainings for university staff on different aspects of European Union academic projects in terms of a
few summer schools. Moreover, a university teaching course on scientific project management was
implemented for PhD students of different departments at NUFT. Starting from 2021 this course is
delivered by Prof. Igor Yakymenko. This teaching course is already significantly related to EU
academic culture and project management, and transforming it into the Module on European Union
policies and best practices of academic project management will be the logical step to deepen EU
component of the course.

Importantly, potential learners of the Module are actively involved into research and
teaching at different departments of the university. And their knowledge and skills on European
Union academic project management will have very direct positive impact on their career and their
academic environment. In the nearest future they may become active participants of EU academic
programme calls and effective managers of EU funding academic projects. Even wider impact of
the Module on the society will be provided through the annual Jean Monnet schools with
involvement of Ukrainian civil society representatives and civil servants. The Module implies
active involvement of EU colleagues into delivering invited lectures both for PhD students and for
learners of Jean Monnet schools. We have prior consent on such collaboration from our colleagues
at Lund University, Sweden and Masaryk University, Czech Republic. And the Module team
member Dr. Anatoli Giritch, Nomad Bioscience GmbH, Germany will share his first-hand
knowledge and skills in European academic culture and project management. The direct contact of
learners with EU partners will develop further collaboration between Ukrainian and European

Union scientists and their institutions.

Concept and methodology

The Module will provide PhD students, young university teachers and researchers,
representatives of civil society and civil servants with knowledge and practical skills on key aspects
of EU academic project management and thus motivate them to participate in EU funding academic
programmes and projects.

The Module comprises topical issues on EU academic culture and project management and
implies different forms of teaching and research activities. Wide research background and teaching
experience of the academic coordinator Prof. Igor Yakymenko and teaching team members will
provide forming relevant teaching and research programmes of the Module through the teamwork

on the syllabus of the university teaching course, agenda of Jean Monnet schools, and programmes
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of research activities, including PhD student projects. The teaching programmes will be
significantly based on official EU documents, e.g., academic programme guides, PM? Methodology
(Martinez Montes et al., 2021) for management of EU funding projects, and analytical reports, thus
providing students/learners with official position of EU regulatory bodies. Also, including into the
teaching team Dr. A. Giritch, research director of Nomad Bioscience GmbH (R&D biotechnology
company), Germany will provide the learners with his first-hand experience on European Union
approaches in academic project management.

The university teaching course will cover all key aspects of effective management of EU
funding academic projects. The course will be continuously developed during the project lifetime
based on feedbacks from the students and due to critical analysis of the teaching team. The teaching
methods will be varied from interactive lectures/presentations to practical seminars, including case
studies and research project presentations. Practical seminars will stimulate students to analyze
official EU documents and analytical reports. Also, seminars will involve students into analysis of
relevant scientific publications as well as peer review of each other reports and presentations. Case
studies will be used for studying the best practices in academic project management in the EU, and
for assessment of students’ own ideas and project proposals. The seminars will be moderated by
teaching team members and students. Thus, student-centered learning will be practicing in terms of
the Module with active involving of students into the moderation of discussions, round tables and
peer review practices.

Thematic plan of the university teaching course on EU academic project management will
include such topics:

1. General characteristics of academic project activities. Project life cycle. European
academic and project culture.

2. Programmes and grants of the European Union as a source of funding for academic
projects. European standards and mechanisms for competitive selection of projects.

3. European Union Erasmus + programme policies and best practices in support of
educational projects.

4. European Union policies and best practices to support research projects under the Horizon
of Europe programme.

5. Individual research and educational projects of students and young researchers in the
framework of EU programmes Erasmus + and Horizons of Europe.

6. Individual research and educational projects of young researchers in the framework of

academic exchange programmes of EU member states (Germany, France, Sweden and others).
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7. Effective communication and teamwork in all stages of implementation of academic
projects.

8. Quality assurance of academic projects.

9. Risk management in implementation of academic projects.

10. Reporting on the implementation of European research and educational projects.

Dissemination of project results and outcomes.

Most topics are relevant to the PMBOK-Sixth (2017) guide to the Project Management
Body of Knowledge. Project Management Institute.

Involving PhD students into research in terms of the Module, including PhD project
implementation, will provide multidisciplinary synergy of knowledge obtained them during the
teaching course of the Module and their professional knowledge and background.

The Jean Monnet school agenda will be oriented to involve additional set of young teachers
and researchers from other Ukrainian universities, but also representatives of civil society and civil
servants. This will include topical lectures/presentations of the teaching team members and invited
speakers from the EU, as well as discussions with active involving all participants of the events.

The further visibility of the Jean Monnet Module to professionals and representatives of
civil society will be achieved through the online activities, including posting of videos,
presentations, EU documents, reports and relevant scientific publications on the website of the

project and on social media.

Project management, quality assurance and monitoring and evaluation strategy

The Module will be implemented by experienced teaching team with different but relevant
academic background. Academic coordinator Prof. Yakymenko has a few successfully implemented
Jean Monnet projects, which provided him with relevant knowledge and skills for coordination of
the Module proposed. Detailed working plan and clear understanding the role of each team member
will ensure effective implementation of the Module. Thus, firstly the Module quality assurance will
be provided by experienced and responsible project team. During all stages of the project starting
from planning and finishing dissemination, all team members will be involved in critical self-
assessment of effectiveness of the project implementation. The team will hold systematic meetings,
at least once a month, to monitoring and critically assess the project progress.

Next, the Module teaching and research activities will be officially included into the
curricula and the plan of activities of the Department of Environmental Safety, NUFT. On the

implementation of the project, Rector of NUFT will order detailed plan and timetable of the project
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(according to the project proposal). This automatically puts the project under the control of the
university relevant officials, e.g., quality of the syllabus and the teaching course will be under the
control of the office of Vice-rector on Educational Work and Center for Quality Monitoring and
Coordination of Educational Activities of the university; the research activities will be under the
control of Vice-rector on R&D office. General control on the Module implementation will be
carried out by International Department of the university, and semi-annual reports will be applied to
the International Department of Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine.

We will practice open lectures and seminars of the Module teaching course, inviting
teaching staff of the Department of Environmental safety and other departments of the university.
The procedure implies critical assessment of the classes by colleagues and methodical staff of the
university. Also, at the end of each teaching course of the Module, anonymous survey of students
on the quality, topicality and relevance of the teaching materials and methods will be carried out
and critically assessed by the teaching team of the project. Positive feedbacks from the graduates
from the Module are expected from 70 to 100% of learners. Also, we expect that 95% or more
learners will successfully graduate from the teaching course.

Young university teachers and researchers from all over Ukraine will have opportunity to
participate in Jean Monnet winter school on EU academic project management each year during the
project.

The important teaching activity for non-academic learners in terms of the Module will be
Jean Monnet summer schools for NGO representatives and civil servants. The Jean Monnet schools
will provide the representatives of national civil society and civil servants by topical information on
EU approaches and strategies in academic programmes and project management. On the other hand,
during the discussions critical assessment of the project value will be obtained from these extremely
important target group. Both learners of university teaching course and participants of Jean Monnet
schools will be surveyed at the end of teaching activities. Self-assessment on increased awareness in
EU academic project management among learners is expected by 70% (basic value) to 100% (target
value).

Outcomes of research activities in term of the Module imply peer reviewed publications of
the project team (3 articles), and reports of the results on scientific conferences, including reports
from PhD students (at least 9 reports). Peer review process and public presentations of the research
results will give independent assessment of quality of project research outcomes.

Finally, website of the project will reflect all activities of the project and will allow all
interested visitors to participate in the project and to apply their critical assessments and

propositions online. We expect 70% or more positive feedbacks on online activities of the Module.
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Impact and ambition

There are three main target groups of the project: 1) PhD students and young university
teachers and researchers; 2) civil society representatives; 3) civil servants.

The main benefits for all three target groups of the Module are increased awareness and
practical skills on EU academic project management.

For the first target group, in short-term perspective the Module will allow them to better
manage their own PhD projects and/or other relevant project activities. In medium-term perspective
new knowledge and skills will stimulate them actively participate, at least as team members, in
European Union funding academic programme calls, as well as in national calls on research and
education. In long-term perspective the Module may result in formation of new generation of
researchers and university professors with strong adherence to European academic culture. They
may evolve in national academic elite who will actively participate in EU academic programmes
and projects, and actively collaborate with EU partners for benefits of both Ukrainian and European
Union sides.

The second target group, representatives of civil society, will benefit from the Module
through the understanding of great opportunities of effective project management and EU funding
programmes. In short-term perspective new knowledge will help them to manage their social
projects and activities more effectively. In medium- and long-term perspective the Module will
stimulate them to use great opportunities of European Union programmes for NGOs and the general
public, collaborating with EU partners.

The third target group of the Module, civil servants will benefit from the Module due to
better understanding how effective project management works and applying these new knowledge
and skills to their professional activities. It will be particularly beneficial for representatives of
Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine to be closer to the policy and best practices of EU
academic project management. It will promote better management of national academic
programmes, participation in EU programmes, and activate structural reforms in the fields of

science and education in Ukraine.

Communication, dissemination and visibility of funding

For effective implementation of the Module, a few levels of communication will be applied.
Firstly, communication between the members of Module team will be organized on the regular
basis. All team members have strong organizational skills and relevant background, including
effective teamwork. Academic coordinator Prof. Yakymenko will provide general coordination of

all Module activities, while a project manager Dr. Hrehirchak will manage all organizational issues,
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including scheduling the teaching course and Jean Monnet school agenda for both the teaching team
and learners. The Module team will have online meetings with analysis of last activities and nearest
plans monthly. Also emailing and urgent online discussions between team members will be
practiced if needed. At the beginning and at the end of each academic year, the Module team will
have meetings in-person for planning and/or analysis of the project progress.

The other level of communication will be applied to involve learners of the Module both
into the university teaching course and into the Jean Monnet school activities. The team members
will directly communicate with PhD students at NUFT to agitate them for active involvement into
the course. During the teaching/learning period open and partnership communication between
teachers and students will be practiced. All the learning materials will be presented on the Moodle
platform of the university and on the website of the project and thus will be available for the
learners on a regular basis. As teaching will be student-centered, students will be motivated actively
communicate with teachers and with each other and will be surveyed at the end of teaching period
on the effectiveness of teaching methods and strategies.

For the learners of Jean Monnet schools, communication with the Module team will start
from promotion of values of the Module in social media, emailing and in-person communication of
the team members and/or our partners with potential learners. During the Jean Monnet schools,
learners will be stimulated actively participate in discussions and at the end of the events will be
serveyed on the effectiveness of the teaching.

Yet other level of communication will be implemented between the Module team and the
university officials. The Module is in line with strategy of the university on Eurointegrative
activities and will be implemented under the support of relevant university institutions, including
International Department and Educational and Methodical Department.

And, finally, the Module team will communicate with European Education and Culture
Executive Agency through the academic coordinator of the Module Prof. Igor Yakymenko
according to the terms and conditions of Erasmus+ programme and Jean Monnet activities call.

PhD students at NUFT will be reached and actively involved into the Module through the
university teaching course on EU academic project management. Also, PhD students will be
promoted to carry out their research projects in terms of the work programme of the Module.
Totally, at least 90 PhD students will be reached through the university teaching course during 3
years.

The Jean Monnet winter school will reach other segment of the first target group, young
university teachers and researchers. And Jean Monnet summer schools on the EU academic project

management will reach other target groups of the Module — NGO representatives and civil servants.
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Totally at least 300 learners / active participants of the winter and summer schools will be involved.
Jean Monnet school agenda will be strongly oriented on practical issues and professional interests
of these target groups. These activities will increase the potential of the learners for active
participation in collaboration between Ukraine and the European Union. The learners will be
provided with relevant official EU documents and analysis and will be oriented on active
dissemination of knowledge among their colleagues, especially among representatives of NGOs and
Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine. Active involvement of the representatives of civil
society in the summer school activities will bring significantly into promotion of civil society
activities in Ukraine as civil institutions are still rather weak here. Also, the summer schools will
promote close collaboration of all participants with the project team that will enrich all of the
parties.

Further reaching of all target groups and enhancing the visibility of the project will be
provided due to running the website of the Module, and online presentations of teaching materials
and activities of the Module.

The visibility of EU funding of the project will be ensured through clear presence of logo on
the support of the Erasmus+ programme of the European Union in all teaching materials,
publications, presentations, banners and on website of the Module. All promotional and teaching
activities of the Module will be started from brief presentation of Erasmus+ programme and Jean
Monnet activities. Also, the university teaching course and Jean Monnet school agenda will include

teaching materials on mechanisms of funding of EU academic programmes and projects.

The Jean Monnet Module proposed
aims to educate PhD students, young university teachers and researchers, and civil society
representatives on effective European Union policies and best practices in management of academic
projects. The main activity of the Module will be a teaching course for PhD students of different
specialties at National University of Food Technologies, Kyiv, Ukraine. The course will cover key
aspects of effective project management relevant to EU academic programmes. Additional teaching
activities of the Module will be annual Jean Monnet winter and summer schools on EU academic

project management for 1) young university teachers and researchers, and 2) civil society and civil
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servants. Number of learners directly involved into the Module will be at least 390 persons. Indirect
involvement into the Module, e.g. through the website of the project and sharing experience of
learners will be at least five times more. The main expected results of the Module are increased
awareness on EU effective approaches in academic project management and developing relevant
practical skills of learners. The outputs of the Module will include sharing knowledge on world
leading EU educational and research programmes, motivation of learners to actively participate in
the EU funding projects.
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Europe has an abundance of renewable energy sources, and its countries in recent years
have become leaders in driving the deployment of renewable technologies. And this experience of
the EU is crucially important for modern Ukraine, which is going through a challenging period of
socioeconomic transformations and russian invasion. Jean Monnet Module "The EU Renewable
Energy Strategy as a Road Map for Ukraine" at the National University of Food Technologies
implies active promotion of the EU Renewable Energy experience in Ukraine.

Background and general objectives

In accordance with the Association Agreement with the EU, Ukraine implements EU
directives on environmental protection, including renewable energy strategy. The Renewable
Energy Directive sets rules for the EU to achieve its 32% renewables target by 2030. The renewable
energy directive is the legal framework for the development of renewable energy across all sectors
of the EU economy, and supports cooperation across EU countries. It also includes new provisions
to enable citizens to play an active role in the development of renewables by enabling renewable
energy communities and self-consumption of renewable energy (1).

Analysis and promotion of the European experience in the framework of the European
Green Deal (2) strategy will bring Ukraine closer to a carbon-neutral economic model.

Jean Monnet module "The EU Renewable Energy Strategy as a Road Map for Ukraine™ at
the National University of Food Technologies, Kyiv, Ukraine implies active promotion of the EU
Renewable Energy experience in Ukraine.
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The Module includes a university teaching course on EU renewable energy strategy for
undergraduate students in Environmental Science and annual Jean Monnet Winter School for
secondary education and civil society representatives.

Obijectives of the Module:

- to disseminate in Ukraine best practices in teaching and research in the field of

renewable energy in the EU;

- increase students' awareness in the EU's renewable energy strategy;to promote an active

dialogue between the academic community and the public;

- generate knowledge and ideas to support the EU's key role in shaping environmental and

energy policy on the European continent and the globalized world at large.

Needs analysis and specific objectives

The Module aims to highlight the most effective examples of European policy in the field of
renewable energy and practices for sustainable development of the energy sector from an
interdisciplinary point of view. The main results of the Module are raising awareness of learners on
key aspects of EU policy in the field of renewable energy, decarbonisation and sustainability. In the
future, the module will ensure the transformation of acquired knowledge into practical approaches
for the effective development of renewable energy in Ukraine.

The specific objectives of the Module are: to develop a university teaching course for
undergraduate students at NUFT, and to involve them in research on EU policies and best practices
in the field of renewable energy, to stimulate and defend qualification student works on this topic,
to hold an annual Jean Monnet Winter School to raise awareness of secondary education
representatives, and civil society and the public.

The Module includes a university teaching course on EU renewable energy policies and best
practices for undergraduate students in Environmental Science (60 academic hours per year), an
additional course for undergraduate students at NUFT in other specialties (40 academic hours per
year) and an annual Jean Monnet Winter School for secondary education community and civil
society representatives (18 academic hours). In total, the Module will include 354 academic hours
and will cover at least 330 students / learners over 3 years (baseline).

Every year after the end of the teaching period, students will be surveyed on increased level
of their awareness in EU renewables. The basic value of raising awareness on the issues of the
Module among students is 70%, the target is 100%.

This Jean Monnet Module will be a logical continuation of those European teaching courses

at National University of Food Technology that have already been successfully implemented
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through previous Jean Monnet projects on European sustainability. It will prepare future specialists
in environmental protection and eco-management for the effective implementation of the best
European practices for the transformation of Ukraine's economy.

In addition, the Winter Schools will contribute to the dissemination of knowledge on
European policy and best practices in the field of renewable energy among secondary education

community and the civil society / general public.

Complementarity with other actions and innovation

Europe Union ambitious goal is to become the world's first climate-neutral continent by
2050. And transforming energy sector from fossil fuels to renewables is one of key issues of this
strategy. Moreover intensive development of solar, wind and bio- energy production is an issue of
economic independence for Europe. Permanent political pressure of Russia on European countries
due to their dependence on Russian natural gas and current Russian military invasion to Ukraine
clear demonstrate that the EU has both significant environmental and economic advantages in its
effective strategy on renewable resources usage. That is why the EU planning 40% of renewables in
energy generation till 2030 is a relevant strategy to follow. (In 2020, the EU has about 22% of
renewables in total energy consumption, wish is significantly higher then average over the world.

And it is important for Ukraine to follow this strategy of the EU to reach the same goals:
economic independence and environmental protection. E.g., currently Ukraine has only 10% of
renewables (including hydro-) in total generation. Also, European integration processes in Ukraine
require the implementation of the successful experience of the European Union in sustainable
development, including the active transition to renewable energy supplies. This, in turn, poses new
challenges for higher education and public awareness in Ukraine.

The Jean Monnet Module will stimulate students / learners to study the EU environmental
policy in the field of renewable energy and mechanisms for its effective implementation to ensure
the sustainable development. The teaching course on renewable energy has been taught at the
Department of Environmental Safety, NUFT since 2021. And it included a component on best
practices for renewable energy in the EU. The implementation of the Module will allow to expand
the EU component of the course, transforming it into European Union study. The multidisciplinary
nature of the Module will contribute to the dissemination of European Union scientific and
educational approaches on green energy in various sectors of economy.

The activity of the Module will raise the awareness of university students, secondary
education community and the general public on European Union experience of implementing

advanced renewable energy technologies, including bioenergy, hydrogen, solar, wind, etc. Thus, it
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will contribute to the dissemination of the best practices of the European Union in Ukraine. The
three EU Winter Renewable Energy Schools under the Module additionally aim to reach other
important target groups - representatives of secondary education institutions and the public. The
participation of all members of the Module team, including experienced European Union expert and
invited lecturers from the EU, in these events will contribute to the effective dissemination of
European Union approaches to the real economy of Ukraine.

The close cooperation of the Module team with European Union colleagues through mutual
participation in research and teaching activities will facilitate the transfer of their experience and
practical knowledge. Cooperation with European Union colleagues will also prepare students /
young researchers to future European Union studies. For example, the Module will involve students
in research to compare environmental policy and legislation and practical approaches in the field of
renewable energy in the EU and Ukraine. This will result in peer-reviewed publications and reports
at the scientific conferences.

Further dissemination of the project results among the civil society and the general public
will be achieved through the operation of the Module website.

Concept and methodology

In order to continuously develop and improve the topics of the renewable energy module
courses, the project team will provide sufficient flexibility in the course program (ie 20-30% of
lectures or seminars can be changed annually). The module will be presented mainly in Ukrainian,
but students / teachers will be introduced to the relevant terminology in English as well.

Teaching methods will vary considerably: from standard lectures / presentations to the
organization of student research seminars, comparative assessment of the impact of traditional and
renewable/alternative energy sources on the environment. It will be important to study the
disciplines to get acquainted with the real successful cases of European Union enterprises, examples
of projects using renewable energy in various industries in the EU.

As part of the Module, Dr. Yuliya Voytenko Palgan, a member of the Module team, will
give lectures both for university students and [Jean Monnet Winter School learners based on her
first-hand experience being involving in relevant European Union studies. Also, colleagues from the
EU (Masaryk University, Czech Republic, German technological companies) will be involved in
the Module as invited lecturers. Strong cooperation with them was established during the
implementation of previous Jean Monnet projects at the Department of Environmental Safety,

NUFT. Invited lectures will allow students/learners to reach the best practices of European Union
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on renewable energy. This will encourage students to a detailed review and analysis of relevant
information in the field.

Research seminars will provide active discussion and critical evaluation by students of
examples of real implementation of projects using renewable energy sources in Ukraine and the EU.
Discussions at the seminars will be moderated by the Module teaching team and students in order to
achieve the highest standards of scientific discussion but be a part of student-centered approaches.
Research seminars will also serve as a test to include new course topics in next year's keynote
lectures.

Throughout the implementation period, the module will provide an opportunity for
Ukrainian students to study European Union experience and expand knowledge about the prospects
for the use of renewable energy sources in various sectors of the economy. After the end of the
course, each academic year there will be a survey and evaluation of students' knowledge results for
quality control and critical evaluation of the course content.

Research activities within the project will include analysis of legislation of both the
European Union and Ukraine in the field of renewable energy, analysis of statistical information of
official bodies and scientific publications on this topic.

The implementation of the Module will promote cooperation between the institutions of the
Module team members and other institutions both in European Union member-states and in
Ukraine.

Dissemination of the Module's knowledge to secondary schools and the general public will
be achieved through Winter Schools, scientific publications and the project website. Following its
completion, the project team will continue to work with the Ukrainian public, research institutes and
stakeholders on European integration issues and prospects for the use of renewable energy sources

in Ukraine

Project management, quality assurance and monitoring and evaluation strategy
The target audience of the project includes three major groups:
1) undergraduate students;
2) secondary education community;
3) civil society and the public.
The Module will have strong feedback from all participants / learners during and after the
teaching period. The Module team will have a realistic assessment of their efforts from all target

groups through surveys. Module team members have a long history of teaching and research, and
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they will flexibly improve teaching approaches according to the requirements of the most critical
and active students.

The Module will be included in the official curricular at NUFT. This will ensure the control
of implementation by official representatives of the university. At the end of each academic year,
the Module team will evaluate the results of students’ knowledge. Students will also be asked to
assess the level of teaching, relevance and comprehensibility of the teaching course. Students will
be able to provide suggestions for improving the course. The Module team will fully analyze the
results of the questionnaire to make the necessary improvements for each next academic year.

An important indicator of the success of the Module will be the feedback of organizations
and institutions where our graduates will work after graduation. Close contact with graduates and
their employers is a traditional practice for the Department of Environmental Safety, NUFT. This
will provide a realistic assessment of the effectiveness of the project.

Research activities within the project will be evaluated by the level of peer-reviewed
publications and citations. The launch of the project website will help us to receive constant
feedback from a wide audience on the assessment of the content of the Module.

Quality control of the implementation of the Module will be organized in accordance with
the recommendations of the Erasmus + office in Ukraine. European project participants will ensure
the vital connection of the Module with the best European principles of education and research.

Quality assurance of the Module will be supported on a few levels, starting from the self-
control of experienced teaching team of the Module and their fast reaction of feedbacks from the
students/learners. Next, control over the implementation of the Module at the department level will
be carried out by the head of the department and teachers. At the next level, the dean's office will
monitor and evaluate the effectiveness of students of the Module and the quality of implementation
of the educational process by the team of the Module. The control will also be carried out by the
Educational and Methodical Department of NUFT. Also, the general implementation of the Module
including all the technical and financial issues will be under the control of International
Departments at the university and Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine.

Impact and ambition

The project has three main target groups: undergraduate students, representatives of
secondary education, civil society and the public.

The Module team will reach target groups of students/learners through appropriate activities.
First, our university teaching course at NUFT will provide a wide reach of students, with the

participation of many interested students, i.e., not only undergraduate students in Environmental
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Science, as well as students of other specialties. This will ensure the formation of student
environmental awareness and understanding of the role of renewable energy now and in the future.
Impacts include teaching students to key aspects of renewable energy in the EU, facilitating
research and discussions on the successful EU experience in this field for Ukraine.

The Winter School aims to spread knowledge about European Union renewable energy
approaches among the secondary education community and all interested public outside the NUFT.
The secondary education community, both teachers and students, are important target group as they
will follow further collaboration with high education, including NUFT, and their awareness and
adherence to sustainability is really important for the general progress of society.

Also, the Winter School will reach civil society and the general public to educate them in
great perspectives of renewables for Ukraine at the real example of the EU. This may change the
public understanding and puch currently very slow progress in renewables in Ukraine. The project
website will help to present all teaching/training courses for all interested parties, to disseminate

information and advertise all planned research and teaching activities and their results.

Communication, dissemination and visibility of funding

The Jean Monnet Module will be implemented in the curricula of undergraduate students in
Environmental Studies at NUFT. This will ensure the dissemination of knowledge about the best
renewable energy technologies and practical cases of the European Union in this field among the
most active and dynamic part of future young professionals. The module will cover about 180-300
students during the three years of the project. As a result, young specialists and researchers with a
deep understanding of the necessary radical changes in traditional energy and practical skills in
renewable energy will appear on the Ukrainian labor market. They will successfully implement
effective renewable energy approaches of the EU in Ukraine's energy sector, and will stimulate the
EU-Ukraine collaboration in the field.

On the other hand, the annual Winter Schools are aimed at representatives of secondary
education and the public. The Winter School will promote the dissemination of knowledge on
renewable energy among learners and will form the environmental awareness of future
professionals. EU Renewable Energy experts will be involved in the project during the Winter
Schools. Their experience and awareness will ensure high efficiency of the Module's activities.
Every year, 70-100 students during the Winter Schools will gain knowledge of the best practices of
renewable energy in the EU and will be able to use them effectively in their professional field.

Winter Schools will involve learners in the dissemination of project results outside the

NUFT, thus adding values to the project at the national level.
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The project website will also significantly contribute to the dissemination of the Module's
knowledge. It will present the main materials of the Module, training courses, publications of the
project team members, EU regulations and legislation in the field of renewable energy.

The publication of a handbook on renewable energy and peer-reviewed articles on the legal
framework and best practices in renewable energy in the EU will disseminate the results of the
project and serve as raining material after the end of the project. The planned training activities of
the project, including Winter Schools, will have a clear impact on the study of European integration
processes in Ukraine through the involvement of a significant number of participants. Also, the best
students will have the opportunity to conduct research and present their research papers at seminars
and as part of graduation theses. The project team will coordinate the research work of students and
will involve in the active research of this topic also undergraduate students in Environmental
Studies.

International cooperation within the project (one of the team members is a representative of
the EU scientific community) will increase the value of the project and the international level of
dissemination of project results through research cooperation, exchange of teaching experience, and

peer-reviewed publications.

Conclusion

Jean Monnet Module "The EU Renewable Energy Strategy as a Road Map for Ukraine" is
extremely relevant for future generations, not only environmentalists, but also other specialties at
NUFT. Upon completion of the project, the Module teaching courses will remain part of the
environmental training curriculum and the topics of the renewable energy course will be included in
the relevant training courses for bachelors in other specialties. The studies of the European Union's
environmental policy were launched at NUFT during the implementation of Jean Monnet previous
projects, and this practice will continue after the completion of this Module (3-5). It is important to
emphasize that the training courses, winter schools, research, publications and website will be
continued by the members of the Module team after the official completion of the project. Raising
students' awareness of successful renewable energy projects in the EU will ensure the higher
competitiveness of our graduates in the labor market and will effectively integrate EU experience

into their professional activities.

Abstract. The development of the concepts of "education for sustainable development”,
"sustainability education”, "sustainability and education™, "sustainable education”, "sustainable
development education”, "sustainable didactics” and "sustainable learning” are highlighted and
discussed. Predefined terms rather indicated the direction of learning, but do not provide the
consideration of sustainable development factors in the design of educational process. The need to
introduce the concepts of "sustainable pedagogy", "sustainable educational process", "didactics for
a sustainable educational process”, which are determined by the components of sustainable

development, is proposed and substantiated. For the proposed concepts, it is determined that the
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components are “competent”, "health-preserving” and "motivational and socialization”. The
features of the application of such factors to assess the sustainability of approaches in education
are given. A practical example of the application of the proposed approach for assessing the
"sustainability™ of practical methodologies in the educational process is given, using the example of
using Google Lens in biology lessons.
